Creative Writing Lesson

Focus: Story Plot, Sequencing, Description and Detail

Creating Connections with Cut-Outs using the DOC Camera

Have students bring magazine cut outs, or cut them out in class. Select 6-8 varied cut outs: faces, scenes, actions, slogans, ads, etc.) 

Present each magazine cut out to the class, using the document camera, and allow the students to look at each piece for approx. one minute. Students will analyze each and jot down ideas, as the cut outs are presented.   
Remind students that their writing focus should be on the full view or zoomed portion depending on what the teacher is presenting.

Students will use these notes to create a story from of the cutouts presented.

This lesson can be extended or varied. 

Instead of a short story, these pictures could be used to create free verse or rhymed poems.

ESOL (English for speakers of other languages) students: may write their lines in their native language and a buddy student can translate them to English. The doc camera would be a great tool for sharing these translations, as captions for each picture.
