Fourth Grade Music
Objective
The students will:


-identify the fingerings for G, A, B, C, and high D on the recorder


-read and play the pitches G, A, B, C, and high D on the recorder

Materials

Let’s Play – Right Away! lesson 4 copy master


Recorder Remix CD and “Nas-D” recording


Document camera & data projector


iPod with PlayDock


Classroom Performance System (CPS)

Procedure
1. Pass out recorders to students who forgot to bring their own instrument.  Echo play with students on the recorder using pitches G, A, B, and C.
2. Pass out CPS remote controls.  Using captured images on the document camera, show students photographs of recorder fingerings on the data projector.  Have students enter the correct letter on their CPS remote that corresponds with the fingering pictured.  Once all responses have been recorded, review each fingering, note name, and position on the treble staff.
3. Display Let’s Play – Right Away!  lesson 4 using the document camera and data projector.  Zoom in on the new pitch – high D.  Have the class practice the fingering and tone of this pitch. Play the lesson 4 exercises.
4. Display the copy master for “Nas-D” and read through the A section.  Have the class read and play along using the recorded accompaniment on the iPod.  
5. Collect borrowed recorders for sterilization and CPS remote controls.
Evaluation
Students should achieve 3 out of 4 correct on the CPS evaluation.  Listen to student playing and observe their fingering – could they play high D correctly?
Modification
504/special education students will be given more time to respond, directions in small steps (repeated), and be provided with a peer tutor and special teacher attention when warranted.

Technology preparation required:

Upload recording of “Nas-D” into iTunes.  Create a playlist for this lesson and download the recording onto the iPod.

Capture and store document camera images of your fingers playing C, A, G, B, and high D on the recorder.
Prepare a CPS lesson with answers in the following sequence:  C, A, G, B
Set up CPS system, iPod, document camera, and data projector prior to class arrival.
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
