	Content Objective(s): 

· Students will be able to explain the differences between traditional American Easter celebrations & traditional Spanish (of Spain) Holy Week celebrations.
· Students will be able to explain the purpose(s) of the events associated with the Spanish celebrations.



	Literacy Performance Objective(s):

· Students will write a journal entry in Spanish that wonders at the scene of a Holy Week procession depicted in a 17th-century painting.
· Students will listen to the teacher describe the costumes, objects, events & their purposes associated with Holy Week in Spain in Spanish.

· Students will take notes on the teacher’s lecture in Spanish.

· Students will discuss the similarities & differences between the American & Spanish celebrations in Spanish.

	As they view the entire painting (“Procesión del Viernes Santo en Sevilla” by Manuel Cabral) students will write a journal entry in Spanish that demonstrates two things:
· What they already know about the image & events depicted.

· What they want to know about the image & events depicted.

	Celebration of Holy Week in Spain

	Speaking Spanish & using the Spotlight function in the AverMedia software, take students on a tour of the painting, highlighting specialized vocabulary.  Ask questions that lead students to reach the correct conclusions themselves:
· Why do you think these processions take place during Holy Week?

· Which do you think came first: penitentes or Klu Klux Klan?  Why would the Klan use this costume?

· What does the presence of a crowd tell you about this event?

Follow with YouTube videos of the same paso (float) being carried today, as well as other videos of recent processions.  Discuss the similarities & differences between the historical & modern scenes.

	Students work in trios, ideally with one high, one middle & one low student in each group.  The low student is a foreign exchange student in Spain.  The high & middle students are members of the FES’s host family.  They are all looking at photos of last year’s Holy Week procession.  The low student is to make comments & ask questions that require the high & middle students to explain the elements of the events, as well as their purpose & history.  For example,

· Wow! It looks crowded!

· Why are there KKK at the procession?

· How do they move the floats?

(Providing an video-taped example conversation about American Easter traditions might help students understand the task.)
