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Subject:  Developmental English/Reading

Grade Level:  Higher Education – Community College

Topic/Demonstration:  “How to annotate and mark a textbook chapter”

Lesson Plan:  

Goal:  To prepare students to successfully study read a college level text book. 

Student Objective:  Students will demonstrate to the class how they took notes in a textbook by using the document camera.  All students will see their work and will benefit from the explanations.
Process:  Students will be assigned a chapter in a college textbook and they will be required to underline, highlight, and take notes in the margins of the book.  The student is to show how he/she would actually study read the chapter.  These notes will represent what they determine to be important and what they need to study and learn.

Each student will then use the document camera to project their textbook markings to the whole class while pointing out and explaining what and why they made the annotations in the book.  
How the document camera will be used:  Since each student has a different assigned chapter from different books, the document camera will allow all students in the class to see the selected chapter in the book and the student’s markings in the chapter. Without the use of the document camera only two or maybe three students can see the chapter by peering over his shoulder.  The use of the document camera will allow all students to benefit from each student’s explanations of their annotations.
Other Technology:  Students will use computers to contact the library, bookstore and other professors to locate available college textbooks to use for this assignment.
